All International shipments of product(s) are shipped EX-Origin. Title and risk of loss pass to Buyer upon acceptance of shipping carrier at the point of origin. Stigall will not be responsible for any import duty or brokerage fees a customer may occur importing Stigall products.  Stigall Industrial Products may withhold shipments of Product(s) if buyer fails to pay on time. 

2. Product Use: 

Buyer is responsible for evaluating and determining whether Product(s) is suitable and appropriate for Buyer’s particular use and intended application. The conditions of evaluation, selection, and use of Product(s) can vary widely and affect the use and intended application of Products(s).  Because many of these conditions are uniquely within Buyer’s knowledge and control, Buyer must evaluate and determine whether Product(s) is suitable and appropriate for a particular use and intended application.

3. Warranty, Disclaimer and Limited Remedy:

Stigall Industrial Products warrants that Product(s) will conform to published specifications at time of shipment to Buyer.  Stigall Industrial Products makes no other warranties, expressed or implied, including, but not limited to, any implied warranty of merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose or implied warranty arising out of a course of dealing, custom, or usage of trade. If Product(s) does not conform to this warranty, Stigall Industrial Products Inc. only obligation, and Buyers exclusive remedy, shall be refund of the purchase price for a replacement of the quantity of Product(s) shown to be nonconforming. Stigall Industrial Products, has no obligation under this warranty with respect to product(s) that has been modified,  cut, or damaged through misuse, abuse, accident, neglect, or mishandling by the Buyer. Buyer will inspect Product(s) for conformance to specification within a reasonable time of receipt. Failure to notify Stigall Industrial Products Inc. within 30 days after receipt that Product(s) is not conforming in any respect will be deemed waiver of any right or claim with respect to such non-conformance. Any product(s) that has been cut or physically modified from its original dimensions may not be returned to Stigall Industrial Products Inc. All Sales are final on cut gaskets and stripped rubber products. There are NO returns on these products. All Returns are subject to written approval, and may be subject to a 25% restocking fee.
4. Limitation of Liability:

Except where prohibited by law, Stigall Industrial Products. shall not under any circumstances  be liable to Buyer for any direct, indirect, special, incidental, or consequential loss or damages (including, but not limited to, loss of profits, revenue, business, opportunity, or goodwill) resulting from or in anyway related to Product(s) or Stigall Industrial Products Inc. sale of Product(s) regardless of the legal or equitable theory under which such loss or damages are sought, including breach of warranty or contract, negligence, or strict liability.

5. Miscellaneous Terms:

No part of these Terms and Conditions may be amended, modified, supplemented or waived in any manner whatsoever unless agreed to in writing signed by authorized representatives of Stigall Industrial Products Inc. and Buyer.  These Terms and Conditions shall be governed by TEXAS law without regard to conflict of law principals. All Dispute Resolution will (a) good faith negotiations (b) if necessary, non-binding mediations using mutually acceptable neutral mediator. (c) as a last resort either party may commence litigation, provided, however, that any lawsuit shall be commenced in a federal, state court of competent jurisdiction for the principal place of business of the party against which the lawsuit is filed.  A party shall commence efforts to resolve a claim or dispute no later than one year after the cause of action accrues.
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
